Democratic candidates will be asked to speak in the following order: US Senate, US House, Gubernatorial, Lt. Governor, State Auditor, State Treasurer, Superintendent of Public Instruction, Commissioner of Insurance, Commissioner of Labor, NC Senate, NC House, NC Court of Appeals, and 10th Judicial District.


Gubernatorial candidates may be allowed to speak out of order due to limited availability. For example, we anticipate the gubernatorial candidates will speak around 7:00pm, however, if a gubernatorial candidate cannot attend until 7:30 pm, we would allow that gubernatorial candidate to speak when he or she arrives. This exception will only be extended to gubernatorial candidates.


Democratic candidates running for the same level and government seat (i.e. all gubernatorial candidates) will be asked to seat on stage together during their portion of the forum; however, each candidate will be asked to move to the podium to present their platform. Candidates are not expected to stay after their group finishes presenting (i.e. after all the democratic candidates for State Auditor have spoken those candidates may leave if they choose).


Tables will be available for campaign materials. Each candidate must supply their table cloth, supplies and person(s) to man the tables. Tables are available on a first come, first served basis. Campaigns will be asked to share table space.
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
